This show is sponsored by the Moriarty Garden Club, a member of New Mexico Garden Clubs Inc., 

South Central Region and Na�onal Garden Clubs, Inc. The Standard System of Awards shall be used 

according to the Na�onal Garden Clubs, Inc. Handbook for Flower Shows. The Torrance County Fair 

General Rules and the Indoor Exhibit Division Rules apply EXCEPT as stated below. 

General Floriculture rules, Divisions I, II, and III 

This flower show is for amateur gardeners/designers only. An amateur is any person who is involved in 

gardening or floriculture for pleasure only.  This person has not now nor ever derived income from 

his/her gardening or floriculture hobby. You do not have to be a member of any garden club or plant 

society to enter this show.  This show is open to all amateur gardeners/designers. 

1. Entries will be accepted on Tuesday, August 6th, 2024, from 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM at the Torrance 

County Fair Grounds, Estancia NM.  Please enter the Indoor Exhibit Building through the west 

door.  Amateur gardeners out of high school and over may enter the Senior Division.  Ages 6 

through high school may enter the Youth Division.  Judging will take place on Wednesday the 7th 

between 9:00 and noon. 

2. The exhibit will be open to the public from 1:00 PM un�l 5:00 PM on Wednesday and from 9:00 

AM to 5:00 PM on Thursday. Friday exhibits will be open from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM. 

3. Ar�ficial plant material plant material (e.g. silk flowers or leaves, ar�ficial fruit or vegetables) will 

not be accepted in any division. Exhibits may not exceed 36 inches in height or width. 

4. Entry tags will be supplied by the flower show commi7ee and must be used. Tags must be filled 

out completely by the exhibitor except in the Youth Divisions. Tags may be obtained prior to the 

show from the Superintendent. 

5. All entries must be passed by the Superintendent or designee. When appropriate, exhibitors will 

be informed if an entry does not conform to the schedule requirements and will be asked to make 

the necessary changes. If that is not possible the exhibit may be displayed and marked “Not for 

compe��on” and therefore will not be eligible for judging. 

6. Only the judges, clerks, and flower show superintendents will be in the exhibi�on area during 

judging.  Judging will be done by accredited Flower Show judges in accordance with the standards 

and prac�ces established by Na�onal Garden Clubs, Inc.  The decision of the judges is final. 
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7. All hor�cultural entries, except container grown plants, become the property of the show 

commi7ee and will not be returned unless specific arrangements are made at the �me of entry.  

Wilted and damaged exhibits will be removed during the show.  Although reasonable supervision 

will be given, the Moriarty Garden Club, Torrance County Fair, or its sponsors will not be held 

liable for any loss of property. Do not bring family heirlooms or very valuable containers. 

8. Design entries, container grown entries and awards may be picked up on Friday, August 9th 

between 12:00 PM and 3:00 PM.  Items not picked up by the close of the show (3:00 PM) may be 

leG unsupervised. 

9. Plant material on the protected list of the Wildflower Law of New Mexico must be labeled with 

the common AND botanical names and must have been legally obtained from personal property 

in order to be accepted. 

AWARDS: 

1. The standard system of Judging and Awarding will be used. The Standard System allows only one 

first place ribbon (blue) scoring 90 or above, one second place ribbon (red) scoring 85 or above, and 

one third place ribbon scoring 80 or above in each class or subclass, if merited. One or more 

honorable men�on ribbons scoring 75 or above may be given if merited.  

2. Two Torrance County Sweepstakes Plaques will be awarded. One goes to the Senior exhibitor 

accumula�ng the most blue ribbons, and one goes to the Youth exhibitor accumula�ng the most blue 

ribbons.  

3. Only botanically named (genus, species, and/or cul�vars) exhibits will be eligible for Top Awards in 

Division II, Senior Hor�culture. Best of Sec�on Cer�ficates plus $5.00 will be awarded in each of the 

hor�cultural divisions. A cer�ficate and $5.00 will be awarded for Best of Sec�on to each class in the 

Design Division. A Best of Show Award will be awarded in both the Hor�culture and Design divisions, 

plus $10.00. A People’s Choice Award will be given to the best design voted by the general public.  

4. A Best of Sec�on Award plus $5.00 will be awarded in each sec�on of Division I, Youth Hor�culture. 

Also, a Best of Show Cer�ficate plus $10.00 will be awarded in that division. 

                  All monetary awards are provided by Moriarty Garden Club  

Special Rules for Hor5culture Entries  

1. All exhibits must be fresh plant material grown by the exhibitor for at least 6 weeks.  

2. The exhibitor is responsible for correctly iden�fying his/her entries. However, Flower Show 

Commi7ee members will be present to assist.  

3. Exhibitors must place their hor�culture entries in containers provided, fill out tags, and present 

entries to the Superintendent designee for final acceptance. 
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4. Exhibits must be fresh, free of insects, diseases, or spray residues. Length of stem should be in 

propor�on to the size of bloom as species permits. One stem is placed per container except where 

otherwise noted in the schedule. No wiring, oiling, enhancement spray or ar�ficial coloring is 

permi7ed.  

5. An exhibitor may enter more than one specimen per class or subclass if each is a different species, 

variety/cul�var, type, size, or color.  

6. Except for trees, shrubs, herbs, and plants entered for foliage only, a stem must have at least one 

bloom. Only foliage that is naturally a7ached to the stem will be accepted. Gladiolas are exhibited with 

two (2) leaves: Dahlias are exhibited with one (1), or preferably two (2), set/s of leaves. 

7. No foliage should appear below the water line. Wedging is permi7ed. (Wedging is a “plug” made 

from clear plas�c wrap placed in the neck of the container to support the specimen.)  

8. Container grown plants must be in the exhibitor’s possession and grown in the display containers for 

at least 8 weeks (by June 25th). Pots must be clean and not exceed 12 inches, except for hanging plants 

(14 in.), and container gardens (16 in.)

Sugges5ons for Exhibitors: Cut specimens in the early morning, or the night before, from a well-

watered bed. Cut stems again while under water. Place specimens immediately in warm water and 

set in a cool place for several hours. Groom specimens by removing dead blooms, seed heads, and 

disfigured, discolored, and damaged leaves and flower petals. Remove all evidence of dirt, insect, or 

spray residue. Remove leaves that will be below water. 
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Division I –YOUTH - “Small Town USA” 

Division I – Youth Hor5culture: “Small Town USA” 

• All youth are encouraged to enter their exhibits themselves. 

• In extenua�ng circumstances, parents, teachers, or other family members  

       may enter on the youth’s behalf. 

• Exhibitors are not required to be 4H or FFA members. 

• Entries must have been grown by the exhibitor. 

• All classes will be subdivided by age of the exhibitor; exhibitors must write  

       their age in the upper right corner of the entry tag. 

• Container grown plants must have been cared for by the exhibitor in the  

       display container for at least 6 weeks (June 29). 

• 2024 General Floriculture rules also apply to this Division unless otherwise  

       noted here.

Division I – Youth Design: “Small Town USA” 

Class 1. “These Boots Were Made for Walking” – A Youth Sized boot of any type decorated with All 

Fresh, All Dried/Treated (by pain�ng, flocking, etc.), or a Combina�on of Fresh and Dried/Treated 

plant materials. Embellishments of ribbon, rope, sequins, beads, etc. may be added, but some plant 

material is required. 
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HINT: If using fresh plant materials use floral water tubes to keep plant materials fresh un�l �me for 

judging.   

Class 2. “Real Cowboys and Cowgirls Wear Hats” – A decorated hat with All Fresh, All Dried/treated 

(by pain�ng, flocking, etc.), or a Combina�on of Fresh and Dried/Treated plant materials. 

Embellishments of ribbon, rope, sequins, beads, etc. may be added, but some plant material is 

required. 

HINT: If using fresh plant materials use floral water tubes to keep plant materials fresh un�l �me for

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Division III: Design – Special Rules 
1. All entries must be the original work of the exhibitor. A design entered in any previous Standard 

Flower Show may not be entered in any succeeding show.   
2. Plant materials used may be grown by the exhibitor, purchased, or obtained from other 

legi�mate sources unless otherwise stated in the class or sub-class descrip�on.   

3. No ar5ficial plant material may be used, nor shall any ar5ficially colored/treated fresh 

plant materials be used.  

4. Dried plant material may be treated, e.g. preserved with glycerin or silica, spray painted, 

gli7ered etc.  

5. Decora�ve wood is considered a dried plant material and is not permi7ed in classes 

specifying all fresh material, nor may it be used as the only plant material in a design. Fruits and 

vegetables are fresh plant materials; if they are cut, they must be unobtrusively sealed to 

discourage insects, odor, or discolora�on.  

6. Backgrounds of 36” in height, or less, and underlays may be used but must be provided by 

the exhibitor.  

7. Plants on the state protected list are permi7ed if grown by the exhibitor or obtained in a 

lawful manner.  

8. Any design may be sub-�tled or explained on a 3”x5” card if the exhibitor wishes.  

9. All designs must be accompanied by a 3”x5” card lis�ng at least the common names of all 

plant material used.  Botanical names may be added.  

10. Designs must not exceed 24” in width, or 24” in depth, or 36” in height.  

11. Division III entries will be judged according to the rules published in the Na�onal Garden 

Clubs, Inc.’s Handbook for Flower Shows 2017 Edi�on.

“SMALL-TOWN U.S.A.” 

Sec5on A - "Fair Time!" 
 

Designs in Sec�on A must be Standard Sized Designs greater than 12”.  

They must be designed using ALL FRESH plant materials. Fresh plant 

materials may not be treated. A background staging panel and underlay may be incorporated, 

but are not required. If used, they must be provided by the designer. The total allowed space in each of 

the Design classes in Sec�ons A and B is 24" wide x 24" deep x 36" high.

Class 1. "Let the Fun Begin" - a Tradi�onal Line Design comprised of ALL FRESH plant materials which 

may be designer grown, store bought, or from another legally obtained source. Accessories are not 

allowed in this class as they interfere with the line. The Line may be Ver�cal, Horizontal, Diagonal, 

Crescent, S-Curve or Zigzag. Please refer to the NGC Handbook, page 71.

Class 2. "Friendly Compe��on" - A Tradi�onal Line-Mass Design comprised of ALL FRESH plant 

materials which may be designer grown, store bought, or from another legally obtained source. 

Accessories may be used, but should be in scale to the overall Line-Mass Design and fit within the 

overall allowed space. The Linear pa7ern is established; however, addi�onal plant material strengthens 

the Line, but is not so full as to be considered a Mass Design. Please refer to the NGC Handbook, page

Class 3. "Home is Where the Flowers Grow" - A Tradi�onal Mass Design comprised of ALL FRESH plant 

materials. Accessories may be used, but should be in scale to the overall Mass Design and fit within the 

overall allowed space. A Tradi�onal Mass Design uses large quan��es of plant material within a closed 

silhoue7e. Plant material is integrated and not grouped. Please refer to the NGC Handbook, page 71.

 Sec5on B - "Homecoming!" 
 

Designs in Sec�on B must be Standard Sized Designs greater than 12”. They may be designed using the 

Designer's Choice of plant materials - All Fresh, All Dried and/or Dried Treated, or a Combina�on of All 

Fresh and Dried/Treated plant materials. Fresh plant materials may not be treated. A background 

staging panel and underlay may be incorporated, but are not required. If used, they must be provided 

by the designer. The total allowed space is 24" wide x 24" deep x 36" high. 

 

Class 1.  "Where We Are Anchored" - A Design of any type giving a feeling of how faith can lead to a 

close-knit community that cares for one another. Designer's Choice of plant materials - All Fresh, All  
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Dried and/or Dried Treated, or a Combina�on of All Fresh and Dried/Treated plant materials. Fresh 

plant materials may not be treated. A background staging panel and underlay may be incorporated, but 

are not required. Accessories (a subordinate object) or Featured Objects (an object that is dominate in 

the design), may be used, but should be in scale to the overall Crea�ve Design and fit within the overall 

allowed space. Other components may be incorporated into the design. Please refer to the NGC 

Handbook, pages 70 - 75.

Class 2.  "Small-Town Huddle" - A Design of any type with a feeling of how a small community supports 

its school athle�c teams. Designer's Choice of plant materials - All Fresh, All Dried and/or Dried Treated, 

or a Combina�on of All Fresh and Dried/Treated plant materials. Fresh plant materials may not be 

treated. A background staging panel and underlay may be incorporated, but are not required. 

Accessories (a subordinate object) or Featured Objects (an object that is dominate in the design) may 

be used, but should be suitable to the overall Crea�ve Design and fit within the overall allowed space. 

Other components may be incorporated into the design. Please refer to the NGC Handbook, pages 70 -

Fresh and Dried/Treated plant materials. Fresh plant materials may not be treated. A background 

staging panel and underlay may be incorporated, but are not required. Accessories (a subordinate 

object) or Featured Objects (an object that is dominate in the design) may be used, but should be 

suitable to the overall Crea�ve Design and fit within the overall allowed space. Other components may 

be incorporated into the design. Please refer to the NGC Handbook, page 75.
